Environmental Health Officer ~ 2010 Responder of the Year Award

Nomination Criteria

Purpose

The purpose of the EHO Responder of the Year Award is to recognize excellence by individuals in achieving the U.S. Public Health Service (PHS) mission of improving the Nation’s health through the practice of environmental health during emergency preparedness, disaster response, and contributions to national or international public health threats in the previous fiscal year (FY09). 

Eligibility

Beginning in October, a call for nominations will be extended, asking that Environmental Health Officers submit nominations for the EHO Responder of the Year Award.  Nominees must be active duty or retired members of the Commissioned Corps of the U.S.P.H.S. - Environmental Health Officer Category. The nominee must be engaged in the practice of environmental health, occupational health and safety, industrial hygiene or radiological health, including officers detailed by PHS to other agencies.  
Selection Criteria - Criteria to be considered are:

· One time impact on public health preparedness and response

· Career contributions to emergency preparedness and/or disaster response

· Nominee’s role in deployments and the impact thereof

· Training and education applicable to preparedness and response

· Publications and presentations in the public arena related to preparedness and response

· The nominee’s willingness to give credit to the U.S. Public Health Service for deployment activities (i.e., wearing the uniform while deployed, crediting the USPHS in presentations and publications)

Nomination Process

The nomination should consist of a narrative not to exceed two pages (single-spaced pages, 12 point font, 1 inch margins, with no attachments).  The narrative should address the individual’s accomplishments and impact as described in the Criteria Section above. The narrative should provide specific information describing the role the nominee played in each accomplishment. Nominations should be received by the EHO Chief Professional Officer, or by Chairperson of the EHO-PAC Awards Sub-Committee, no later than close of business on November 30 of each year.   The awards subcommittee will convene to review nominations and select the award winner. 
The award recipient’s nomination will be selected by the CPO for forwarding as the category nominee for the Commissioned Corps Responder of the Year Award nomination process. This nomination will be received by the Director of the Office of Force Readiness and Deployment no later than close of business on December 31 of the year.  In February of the following year, a selection committee will convene to review nominations and select the Corps-wide award winner.

Recognition 

The EHO-PAC will provide a suitable award for the EHO category winner, which will be presented at the EHO Category Day session at the annual COA June meeting in Atlanta, GA.   OFRD will provide a separate award for the Corps-wide winner, and the COA will provide a free meeting registration for the Corps-wide winner. The COA will also provide a suitable venue to receive the award - either at a Luncheon or during the Dinner event for the recognition of the awardee and the awardee’s response contributions. The award will be presented by the Executive Director of the COA or an appropriate commissioned officer who may be present (the DSG, SG, or ASH). The name of the awardee shall not be announced in any venue prior to the event.
